Team T-Shirt Guidelines

Design your own team t-shirt and enter it into the Team T-Shirt Contest.  All shirts which are submitted for the competition will be displayed on Race Day.   Individuals vote for their favorite by casting money into the appropriate ballot box.  The ballot box is a container identifying the team which will be placed below each Team T-Shirt entry.  The shirt that receives the most money wins.  

Here’s what you do:

• All t-shirts must show the name of your team

• T-shirts can be any color except for pink which is reserved for survivors

• Use of the Komen Race for the Cure® or Susan G. Komen for the Cure® logos is not permitted.

• The term “sponsor” is reserved for official race sponsors

• Because they are tightly licensed marks, the terms Susan G. Komen for the Cure®, Susan G. Komen Race for the Cure®, Passionately Pink for the Cure® and I Am the Cure® as well as our trademarked pink ribbon logos may NOT be used on t-shirts.  Generic pink 
ribbons of your own design and your own personal slogans and taglines may be used.

• One t-shirt must be submitted to the Race Committee no later than Monday, March 14 – this is the shirt which will be displayed on Race Day

Add even more value and use your team’s t-shirt as a fundraising idea.

• Hold a design competition and charge a fee for each design entered.  Then have all employees/members vote – with dollars – for their favorite design.  The entry with the most money becomes your team’s t-shirt for this year

• Display your team t-shirt at your company or work place to collect Race Day votes in advance.
